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Map on left gives an
overview of the rural com-
munities and towns where
Johnie & Marie grew up and
lived much of their, especial-
ly young, adult lives. It high-
lights locations of Sthe orig-
inal Attebery home place
and cthe location where
they were married on
Christmas eve 1936.

Map on right indicates the
former locations of Johnie’s
first house constrution expe-
rience, the two houses built
about two miles west of
Corning, Arkansas, on US
highway 67 after returning
from their Honeymoon Trip
to California the winter of
1947. 1t was during this time,
after selling out their farm
and equipment, that Johnie
and his father started thier
own sawmill on this same
site. The Blaylocks lived in
the second house there.
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
